in January, 1923, and that they each suffered compensable
damages of at least $150,000.
WHEREAS, the State of Florida recognizes an equitable

obligation to redress the injuries sustained as a result of

the destruction of Rosewood, Florida, NOW, THEREFORE,

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Florida:

Section 1. The facts stated in the preamble of this
act are found and declared to be true.

Section 2. The Florida Department of Law Enforcement
is hereby directed to investigate the crimes committed in and
around Rosewood, Florida, in 1923, to determine if any
criminal prosecutions may be pursued, and to report its
findings to the Legislature.

Section“gl The amount of $500,000 is appropriated from
the General Revenue Fund to the Office of the Attorney General
for the purpose of compensating the African-American families
of Rosewood, Florida, who demonstrate real property and
personal property damages sustained as a result of the
destruction of Rosewood, Florida, in 1923. The Attorney
General is authorized to compensate each eligible family in
the amount of $20,000, and, upon a finding by the Attorney
General that the present-day value of real and personal
property loss exceeds $20,000, the Attorney General may settle
such property claims up to the amount of $100,000.

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Section 4. Any African-American resident from

Rosewood, Florida, living upon the effective date of this act,

who was present and affected by the violence that took place

at Rosewood in January, 1923, and was evacuated the week of

January 1, 1923, shall be eligible for a payment of

compensation from the State of Florida of up to $150,000. The

Attorney General shall identify and locate eligible

individuals by using ‘records already in possession of the

State of Florida and by giving notice in the newspaper as

provided in Chapter 50. The identification and location of

all eligible individuals shall be completed within 6 months of

the effective date of this act or December 31, 1994, whichever

is later. Failure to be identified and located by the end of

the designated time period shall preclude an eligible

individual from receiving payment under this section. The

individual seeking compensafion must provide the Attorney

General with reasonable proof of eligibility and the extent of

their damages. Upon receipt of reasonable proof of the

individual's eligibility and extent of damages, the Attorney
General shall notify the Comptroller of the individual's name ,
eligibility, and amount of compensation not to exceed

$150,000. There is hereby appropriated $1.5 million from the
General Revenue Fund to implement this section. If funds are

insufficient to provide maximum compensation to each eligible
individual the comptroller may pro-rate available funds and

make a partial award to each eligible individual. Any unused

appropriations in this section shall revert to the HWorking

Capital Fund.
Section 5. (1) There is created a Rosewood Family

Scholarship Fund for minority persons with preference given to

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the direct descendants of the Rosewood families, not to exceed

25 scholarships per vyear.

(2) The Rosewood ?amily Scholarship Fund shall be

administered by the Department of Education. The State Board

of Education shall adopt rules for administering this program

which shall at a minimum provide for the following:

(a) The annual award to a student shall be up to

$4,000 but should not exceed an amount in excess of tuition

and registration fees.

(b) If funds are insufficient to provide a full

scholarship to each eligible applicant, the department may

prorate available funds and make a partial award to each

eligible applicant.

(c) The department shall rank eligible initial

applicants for the purposes of awarding scholarships with

preference being given to the direct descendants of the

Rosewood families. The remaining applicants shall be ranked

based on need as determined by the Department of Education.

(d) Payment of an award shall be transmitted in

SUBJECT: Property Funds Disbursement Procedure
DATE: October 21, 1994

Please consider the following as the project of disbursing
entitlements to Rosewood property claimants is begun.

1. Conduct a briefing on the laws of intestate succession with
all concerned staff so that our team will be appraised of what to
expect.

2. Establish a procedure by which this project can proceed
smoothly. Areas of consideration may be:

a. The establishment of a policy governing the criteria
necessary for an award of funds for property entitlement.

b. If Affidavits do not contain sufficient
information/documentation, will the Affidavit be considered prima
facie for disallowing it, or will correspondence be forwarded to
claimants to request appropriate information/documentation? If
correspondence is forwarded to claimants, it is suggested that
form letters with definite deadlines, be prepared to accomplish
this purpose.

Cc. An initial review should be conducted of all Affidavits
and, for those that clearly do not contain sufficient
information/documentation, forward a form letter immediately
requesting what is needed. This will delete these Affidavits
from the process initially so that the remaining Affidavits can
be reviewed without distraction. A second review should then be
conducted with a concentration on finalization of the claim or
its deletion from consideration.

d. Establish a checklist so that a cursory review of any
file will show what is included in the file and what is not.
This form will also indicate whether or not correspondence has
been forwarded to the claimant and whether or not a response is
expected from the claimant.

e. Establish a process of research whereby it is determined
that property shown to be owned in 1923, was not later sold by
the owner, thereby eliminating that individual from consideration
for compensation. As an example, some of the Goins property was
sold in 1924 by the family.

f. Establish who will process telephones calls, if any, from
prospective claimants and what information they will be given as
the process moves forward.

g. Letters of denial of any claim should not be sent until
the entire process has been completed.

h. Information regarding the status of claims should be
guarded.

SUBJECT: ROSEWOOD FAMILY TREE

1. Attached is a breakdown of the Rosewood family tree as we
presently know it. Detailing this information into smaller
components should allow us to add/delete names as they become
available and as the investigation progresses. When the process
is complete, we can reverse this detailed version of the family
tree and create a complete master family tree once again.

With the signing of HB/CS 591 into law on May 5, 1994, the Office
of the Attorney General was assigned the task of developing a
process for the disbursement of the Rosewood funds. Since the
acceptance of that task, and based in large part on the advanced
age of the survivors, this office has been desirous of disbursing
at least a portion of the funds to the named individuals in the
legislation, prior to the December 31, 1994, deadline. It is our
opinion that this is consistent with the legislative intent of
the claims bill.

Keeping this goal in mind, we have worked with Professor Maxine
D. Jones, principal investigator for the academic research team
that prepared a documented history of the Rosewood Incident,
Stephen F. Hanlon, the attorney who represented the Rosewood
claimants during the public hearing process, Arnett Doctor, the
chairman of the Rosewood Advisory Committee, and Gary Moore, a
journalist who has researched Rosewood for the last twelve years.
It was our plan to develope, as expeditiously as possible a fair
process for compensation distribution.

Volumes of materials containing thousands of pages of documents
have been reviewed. This process included but was not limited to
a review of the report that was prepared by the academic research
team for presentation to the Florida legislature and a review of
materials developed before and after the legislative hearings.

Based on a thorough analysis of the Rosewood legislation, the
advanced age of those named in the legislation and the level of
response to the Rosewood claims process, the Office of the
Attorney General has determined that it is appropriate, at this
time, to disburse funds to the survivors named in the
legislation.

The office of the Attorney General and Stephen F. Hanlon, have
therefore entered into an agreement that would allow for an early
partial disbursement of fifty thousand dollars to the following
survivors: Arnett T. Goins, social security number 261-01-6970,
Minnie Lee Langley, social security number, Willie Evans, social
security number, and Wilson Hall, social security number. This
agreement has been approved by the Rosewood committee chairman in
consultation with other potential survivors.

This office is therefore authorizing that checks in the above
amounts be cut and set aside by the comptroller for the immediate



appropriation and distribution by Stephen F. Hanlon to his
clients.

There also should be surviving children of Catherine "Nettie"
Joyner, who was Nettie Smith as a child and was present when
Rosewood was destroyed. Her brother Gilbert, I believe, was in

the claims list but Catherine's side of the family was somehow
left out. When I interviewed her in the early 1980s she was living

in Tampa.

There may also be surviving children of Lutie McCoy Foster,

who I interviewed in the early 1980s at the Floyd Care Home in
Bartow. She was in ill health then and now the Floyd Care Home
(a2 made-over motel) is no longer in existence, apparently. Her
parents were John and Mary McCoy, who were present when Rosewood
was destroyed. Lutie was living nearby in Sumner.

Some Rosewood descendants--notably the Monroes and Carters--are
said to have settled in Riviera Beach around what was the old
Kelsey City development in the Florida Boom. I've never gotten
a chance to go there and make inquiries.

All I seem to be able to find on Eloise Davis, who was in Rosewood
at the time of its destruction, is that she had a daughter named
Ella Mae who may now be in Carrol City. I interviewed Eloise Davis
in Carrol City in the early 1980s. Her parents were Sam and Ellen
King, who owned the site of their home in Rosewood. Lee Ruth Davis
told me more than a year ago that Eloise is now deceased (the two
Davises were apparently not related though they were acquainted).

Let me mention, too, that possible unrecorded fatalities at
Rosewood include family members of Jean (pronounced "John") and
Annie Belle Gordon Goins. Their descendants are said to be living
in the Tampa area. Notably, I would like.to finally ascertain
whether Walter and Sarah Goins, the son and daughter of Jean and
Annie Belle, did survive the violence. There is ambiguity '
surrounding the later whereabouts of other members of their
censused 1920 household as well. The record does show that one
member of that household, Lexie Gordon, Annie Belle Gordon Goins's
mother, was murdered during the Rosewood violence.

The whereabouts of another Rosewood family named Griffin, some of
whose descendants are said to have been seen in the Dade City
area, have proved to be equally mysterious; conceivably the
Criffins may have suffered unrecorded fatalities.

An act relating to Rosewood, Florida; directing
the Florida Department of Law Enforcement to

WHEREAS, during the month of January 1923, the African-
American community of Rosewood, Florida, was destroyed, and

WHEREAS, the African-American residents of Rosewood,
Florida, sustained personal and property damages, and

WHEREAS, The Rosewood Massacre was a unique tragedy in

Florida's history in that the State and local government

officials were on notice of the serious racial conflict in

WHEREAS, a hearing was held by the Special Master of

the House of Representatives, and Arnett T. Goins, Minnie Lee

Langley, Willie Evans, and Wilson Hall have shown by a

preponderance of the evidence that they were present and

directly affected by the violence that took place at Rosewood

in Januyary, 1923, and that they each suffered compensable
damages of at least $150,000.

WHEREAS, the State of Florida recognizes an equitable
obligation to redress the injuries sustained as a result of

the destruction of Rosewood, Florida, NOW, THEREFORE,

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Florida:

Section 1. The facts stated in the preamble of this
act are found and declared to be true.

Section 2. The Florida Department of Law Enforcement
is hereby directed to investigate the crimes committed in and
around Rosewood, Florida, in 1923, to determine if any
criminal prosecutions may be pursued, and to report its
findings to the Legislature.

Section 3. The amount of $500,000 is appropriated from
the General Revenue Fund to the Office of the Attorney General
for the purpose of compensating the African-American families
of Rosewood, Florida, who demonstrate real property and
personal properfy damages sustained as a result of the
destruction of Rosewood, Florida, in 1923. The Attorney
General is authorized to compensate each eligible family in
the amount of $20,000, and, upon a finding by the Attorney
General that the present-day value of real and personal
property loss exceeds $20,000, the Attorney General may settle
such property claims up to the amount of $100,000.

Section 4. Any African-American resident from

Rosewood, Florida, living upon the effective date of this act,

who was present and affected by the violence that took place

at Rosewood in January, 1923, and was evacuated the week of

January 1, 1923, shall be eligible for a payment of

compensation from the State of Florida of up to $150,000. The

Attorney General shall identify and locate eligible

individuals by using records already in possession of the

State of Florida and by giving notice in the newspaper as

provided in Chapter 50.

SUBJECT: Rosewood Summary As Of July 21, 1994

with the signing of HB/CS 591 into law on May 5, 1994, the Office
of the Attorney General was assigned the task of developing a
process for the disbursement of the Rosewood funds. A summary
was done on May 26, 1994 which outlined the initial steps that
were taken by the office to accomplish this assignment. There
have been numerous developments since that summary was done and
the office has made tremendous progress towards meeting the
December 31, 1994 deadline that is required by the legislation.

As mentioned in the May 26, 1994, summary, an attorney was
immediately assigned to the Rosewood project and the office began
work on a legal notice to be published in the newspaper. Before
the notice was published in the newspaper, a copy was shared
with Stephen Hanlon, the attorney who represented the Rosewood
families during the claims bill process, and Arnett Doctor, the

chairman of the Rosewood Advisory Committee. They reviewed the
notice during a meeting in Tampa, on May 20, 1994. Mr. Doctor
and Mr. Hanlon expressed satisfaction with the notice.

Publication in one newspaper would have satisfied the notice
requirement under Chapter Fifty of the Florida Statutes and the
notice requirement in the Rosewood legislation. This office
decided however, in the interest of fairness to claimants, to go
beyond that which was required in the legislation.

It was determined that in order to increase the 1likelihood of
reaching the target population referred to in the Rosewood
legislation, it would be necessary to hire a media consultant.
The consultant coordinated notice dispersal so that on June 1,
1994, notices began appearing in media markets across the state.
By June 5, 1994, the notice appeared in most major Florida and
African-American newspaper publications.

During the development of the claims process, this office has

been and continues to be inundated with numerous calls from
individuals wanting to file a claim and receive information on

the claims process. It was decided, rather than relying on the
newspaper notices, that the office would make an effort to mail a
copy of the notice to any individual whose name and address we
have. Again, this is a process that is not required in the
legislation. It was also determined that Arnett Doctor, as
chairman of the Rosewood Committee, and Gary Moore, the reporter
who first broke the Rosewood story, would be valuable sources
for names and addresses of people who may want to file a claim.
Gary Moore has spent over 12 years researching Rosewood.

We first requested a list from Mr. Doctor at the May 20, 1994,
meeting. This office received the list on June 24, 1994. The
next week, the week of June 27, 1994, was spent cross-referencing
Mr. Doctor's list with a list that was being developed by this
office. The remainder of the week was spent printing mailing
labels, preparing a form letter and preparing a claims activation
form which tracked the information requested in the notice.
Claimants were not required to use the claims activation form
but it was decided that such a form would make it easier to
process claims. This information was mailed the following week,
the week of July 4, 1994.

There was an immediate response to the newspaper notices and the
direct mailing procedure. These efforts have resulted in a daily
flow of incoming correspondence from claimants to this office.
To accommodate the mail flow, an internal system was developed to
log and organize information. The next task of this office, was
to develop a system that would give us some familiarity with the
names of people that would be likely to file a claim and how
their respective family trees fit into Rosewood.

It is important to note, that throughout the development of this
process, this office was reviewing volumes of documents that had

been developed during the Rosewood claims process. These
documents included but were not limited to transcripts of the
proceedings and various exhibits. This office decided to use

the family tree that was relied upon during the hearings as a
starting point. As we receive information from various claimants
we will be able to see where they fit on the various family
trees. This will enable us to better organize claims dispersal
and to distinguish between legitimate and illegitimate claims.
Once again, in order to have the most accurate trees possible, we
decided to begin by enlisting the aid of Arnett Doctor.

A meeting was held on July 14, 1994, in Tampa with Mr. Doctor,

Mr. Hanlon and Elizabeth Sweeney from the Department of
Education. At this meeting we reviewed the family trees that
were relied on during the legislative hearings. It was

discovered that while this was a good start, there were still
many names that were needed before the trees would be complete.
It was also decided that there were other family members that
could assist us in completing the trees. These family members
will be contacted. We will also be contacting various members of
the academic research team that developed the Rosewood report
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that was relied on during the legislative hearings. Finally, we
again enlisted the aid of Gary Moore to assist us in this
process.

One of the problems that we have encountered during the
development of this process, is that the legislature failed to
define what they meant when they used the word "family" in the
legislation. A close review of all available transcripts
revealed that the definition of family was never discussed.
Hence, there is no indication of just how far down the family
tree the State should go when they begin the funds dispersal.
Though it appears the Japanese Reparation Act was used as a model
throughout the Rosewood claims process, the definition of family
contained therein was not made a part of the Rosewood

legislation. A meeting has been scheduled with Richard Hixon,
the Special Master who presided over the Rosewood hearings, to
discuss the "family" issue. Stephen Hanlon and Arnett Doctor

will also be present at this meeting which is scheduled for July
27, 1994.

Once a final determination has been made on the definition of
"family", another packet of information will be forwarded to all
individuals filing a claim. This packet will include more
specific information on what will be needed from the claimant in
order to prove their eligibility for compensation. This office
will also emphasize that it reserves the right to request more
information than that contained within the packet, should we deem
it necessary. This office projects that this packet will be
ready for mailing by the end of August. This will give this
office four months to evaluate claims.

There continues to be another concern that this office has had
since it was first assigned the Rosewood project. Because of the
advanced age of some of the claimants, particularly those who
qualify for survivor funds as defined under section four of the
legislation, this office has been desirous of dispersing at least
a portion of the funds to the named individuals in the
legislation, prior to the December 31, 1994, deadline. This
office continues to explore ways to accomplish this. This is a
subject that will be discussed with Mr. Hixon as well.

Another problem developed during the establishment of this
process. The Department of Education drafted a rule in an
attempt to comply with the scholarship provision of section five
of the legislation. When this office was provided a copy of the
rule we noticed that the rule actually excluded a large portion

of the potential scholarship applicants. Though we knew this
drafting problem was inadvertent, it would nevertheless defeat
the purpose of the legislation. This office contacted the

Department of Education to suggest ways in which they could
reword the language so as not to improperly exclude applicants.
The Department of Education indicated that their attorneys do
not get involved in the initial drafting of the rule so they will
welcome our suggestions when they begin drafting the final
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language for the rule. They explained that the language
presently in the rule is temporary. Once again, this office
recognizes that we have gone beyond that which is required of us
in the legislation but we felt an obligation to the Rosewood
descendants to ensure that the legislative intent is properly
carried out.

In summary, this office's remaining tasks are to send out the
final information packet, evaluate claims, and disburse the
funds. Based on the steps we have taken up to his point, we
have a good idea of who the potential claimants will be.
Claims that may be difficult to verify will be reviewed by an
impartial special committee designated by Chief of Civil Rights,
Gregory Durden.

Dear Ms. Frank:

Thank you for your July 6, 1994 letter enclosing the Emergency
Rule relating to Rosewood Scholarships which was approved by the
State Board of Education on June 28, 1994. In reviewing the
provisions of the Emergency Rule, I have some concern about the
provisions of Section (8)(a) on page 5 of that rule, defining a
direct descendant as "an applicant whose ancestor is a member of a
family paid compensation for property loss or a member of a family
identified as an affected Rosewood resident as provided in Sections
3 and 4 of CS/HB 591, as enacted by the 1994 Legislature."
(emphasis added).

My concern with that definition is that it appears to require
that the ancestor either be paid compensation for property loss or
be identified as an affected Rosewood resident in both Sections 3
and 4 of the bill. Section 3 of the bill refers to compensation
for property losses and Section 4 of ‘the bill refers to
compensation for survivors who were present and affected by the
violence that took place at Rosewood. It is clear that such a
result was not intended by the Legislature. Section 5 of the bill
refers only to "the direct descendants of the Rosewood families."
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I am most hopeful that this problem will be corrected in the

final rule. I would appreciate your calling me about this matter
at your earliest opportunity.

I went right on the very spot that my
grandparents' house was burned down.

Q You got to drive through Rosewood to get to Cedar
Key where you lived at that time?
A Yes, because you leave Gulf Hammock to go to

Cedar Key, take 24 and take you right into Cedar Key.
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Q You recognize the house or where it used to be?

A Wasn't no house there. The house was burned
down, but I recognized the spot because there was little old
tree that I was growing in the corner of the fence. And we
used to have playhouse in that tree.

And grandpa had a cigar box that had about 10 or
12 straight razors in that box. Me and his son, which is my
youngest uncle, we got the razors. Grandpa was off working.
He wasn't around, he was off working. And we got them razor
blades and went under that tree -- because the razor blades
was sharp, we tried to cut that old tree down and it ceut the
razors all up. And we put them back.

And grandpa come home and he find out them razors
was all cut up. Boy, you talking about burning up butts.

Q That was one of those times you cried?

I called him pappa. We all called him pappa. I have never
called my momma momma and my daddy daddy.

Her brothers and
sisters call her sister, and that's what I called her and
called my daddy Baby George.

come from Rosewood? Has anybody ever hurt you or threatened
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you or anything like that since you left?

A No. To Rosewood?

A No. A lot of people didn't know I was from
Rosewood. I have never did talk about it.

Q Did you ever think about coming to someone that
you trusted and respected, maybe some black judge or a black
legislator, and asking for some help to get this thing taken
care of rather than waiting all these years? Did you ever
think about that?

A No.

Q Did any of your family to your knowledge ever
talk about that and maybe why you should or why you
shouldn't do that?

A No. Ain't never, until the other evening, Minnie
Lee and Ruth, they were the only survivors and talking about
getting an American movie or something made. That's what
started mostly.

Q Tell me about that. Were you in on that movie
deal for Rosewood? How you did you come to learn about
that?
